THE STORY OF RACHEL' 5 PLACE

During the early 1900%s Tabitha Lovvorn (known as
Miss Tabby) came o Rutheziord County scon after
her husband diad and purchased land that is just
south of what is now Mozton Read, east to Blones
River and north to John Henry Branch. At her death
her 16 children inherited fhe farm.

C.P. Lovvamn, next to the youngest, and his brother
Houston Lovvorn purchased a joining farm south of
Miss Tabby's farm from a Mr. Harrison and divided
it. C.P.'s land joined Miss Tabby's land and he
purchased from his siblings their shares except for
one brother who chose to keep his share. C.P. acld
a field on the west side to Hal Lawrence, (This
property is now the west side of the subdivision).
C.P. Lovvorn was a very well respected man in his
gommunity, He was elected constable, and was one
of the first people in Rutherford County to owm a
motorized vehicle. He farmed the land with the
main crops being, cotton, hay and corn. He married
Lula Robertson and they had two children, James
and Ozalla.

When the depression hit, C.P., as most everycne
did, lost ail his money in the bank but he still took
care of all his surviving brothers and aisters as well
as their children. €.P.'s wife Lula became sick and
passed away. C.P. then met and married Ms. Tilda
Ward. On C.F.'s 50" birthcay july &, 1833 his
daughter Rachel Lovvorn was born on the farm.
Later C.P. became ill and passed away in 1841, His
widow, Tilda Lovvorn, aleng with her two
stepchildren and their two children inherited the
farm.

During World War I, Tilda and haer children lived in
“the old house” which was one of the original
struchires when the farm was purchased. The
government took over an area of the farm for foot
soldiers training maneuvers and made a dirt
girplane runway. (This is now about the center of
the subdivision). Even though times were hard for
Tilda and her children, it was very commen for
many of the soldiers to have their evening meal with
.

When Rachel was 12-13 she met Roy Morion. He
was working on one of the surrounding farms. They
were married in 1946 and had four children. Roy
and Rachel and their children farmed the land. They
raised pige, chicken, goate and horses. In the
surumner of 1882 Roy Kenneth Morton was diagnesed
with mezatheleoma and passed away on October 2,
1882,

Although Rachel was born on the farm and had lived
there har antire life, with the upkeep of the farm
being so demanding, Rachel Lovvorn Morion
decided to sell the farm to Melvin Haynes in 2008,
