We've all scratched an itch and felt better for it. But why do we get relief?

Scientists uncovered an answer with magnetic resonance imaging (MRI) in a study where par-
ticipants were scratched with a small brush — 30 seconds on and 30 seconds off — for a total of
about five minutes. Researchers were surprised when areas of the brain that are associated
with unpleasant or aversive emotions and memories became less active when participants
