It's a mixed bag

Although Real Estate in the southland has seen a leveling off and even
a slump in many areas, there are bright spots, with much of the San
Gabriel Valley being one of them. A house well priced in Arcadia,
Pasadena or Altadena still may receive multiple offers. Expectations
reflect crosscurrents in the real estate market. Sales are declining at
a slower rate in neighborhoods where the median price is $600,000
and higher, according to DataQuick Information Systems, which released
Tuesday's report.

Los Angeles was the only other county aside from San Bernardino to
see a rise in its April median price. Los Angeles County posted a 5.9%
gain from a year earlier, to $540,000, unchanged from March. This
helped lift prices overall with LA County accounting for 35% of all sales.

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Entry-level housing
affordability at 25 % in California

LOS ANGELES (May 17) The percentage
of households who could afford to buy
an entry-level home in California stood
at 25 percent in the first quarter of
2007, compared with 26 percent for the
same period a year ago, according to a
report released today by the CALIFORNIA
ASSOCIATION OF REALTORS® (C.A.R.).

C.A.R.” s First-time Buyer Housing
Affordability Index (FTB-HAI) measures
the percentage of households that can
afford to purchase an entry-level home
in California. C.A.R. also reports first-
time buyer indexes for regions and
select counties within the state. The
Index is the most fundamental measure
of housing well-being for first-time
buyers in the state.

The minimum household income needed
to purchase an entry-level home at
$480,670 in California in the first
quarter of 2007 was $96,910, based on
an adjustable interest rate of 6.3 percent
and assuming a 10 percent down
payment. First-time buyers typically
purchase a home equal to 85 percent
of the prevailing median price. The
monthly payment including taxes and
insurance was $3,230 for the first
quarter of 2007.

At 44 percent, the High Desert region
was the most affordable in the state,
followed by the Sacramento region at
43 percent. Santa Barbara was the least
affordable region in the state at 12
percent, followed by the Monterey region
at 19 percent, and Los Angeles county
affordability at 20 percent
