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· Decide to purchase home

· Select your Realtor®

· Have Lender-Partner pre-qualify you up to a certain amount that you may comfortably spend on the purchase of your home

· Determine your home-buying criteria and start looking at homes with your Realtor®
· Meet with your Lender-Partner, apply for a mortgage loan and become pre-approved

· Look at more homes with your Realtor® and select a home that fits your criteria

· With your Realtor’s® assistance, submit an offer on the home you want to purchase

· Write option money check and earnest money deposit check

· If necessary, have your Realtor® negotiate any counter offers until you have a contract accepted by you and the seller

· Determine how long the option period is

· Ask your Realtor® to refer a licensed home inspection company for you so you can schedule an inspection during the option period

· If necessary, have your Realtor® submit an amendment to the contract for any repairs or treatments you wish to have the seller pay for

· Decide whether to more forward with home purchase

· If you are moving forward with purchase, obtain a Good Faith Estimate of Closing Costs from your Loan Officer

· The Lender-Partner will order an appraisal of the property you are purchasing

· The title company will send you a commitment for a title insurance policy

· The Lender-Partner will order a survey of the property

· Obtain homeowner’s hazard insurance to begin the date you officially own the home

· The day before closing, your Loan Officer or your Realtor® will tell you the exact amount of the funds you need to bring to closing

· The day before or the day of closing, you and your Realtor® will perform a “walk-through” of the home you are purchasing
