lings of broccoli, cabbage, cauliflower, celery, 
herbs, onion family members and Swiss chard;

Asian greens. Sow seeds of warm-season edi-
bles.  Lawns:  As grass starts growing this 

month, fill in bare spots by roughing up the soil 
and sowing seed. If planning a new law, grow 
from seed or sod. Use a blend of perennial rye-

grass and bent grass in sun, fescue  
in shade.  

First Time Homebuyers 
Revised Tax Credit 
Effective for purchases on or after Jan. 1, 
2009 and before Dec. 1, 2009: 
· Maximum credit amount is $8,000.  
· For any single family residence 

(including condos, co-ops, townhouses) 
used as a primary residence.  

· Reduces (or can eliminate) income tax 
liability for the year of purchase. Any 
unused amount of tax credit refunded to 
purchaser.  

· Full amount of credit available for indi-
viduals with adjusted gross income of no 
more than $75,000 ($150,000 on joint 

return) 
· Purchaser (and spouse) may not have 

owned a principal residence in 3 years 
previous to purchase. 

· Purchasers who utilize revenue bond 
financing can use credit. 

· No repayment for purchases on or after 
Jan. 1 and before Dec. 1, 2009. 

· If home is sold within 3 years of pur-
chase, entire amount of credit is recap-
tured on sale. Applies only to homes 
sold in 2009.

What is a Handyman? 

     A handyperson, handyman, or handywoman is a person competent in a variety of trade skills, repair, and 
maintenance work. The term often describes someone who is paid for the application of these skills around the 
home. Tasks for which a handyperson may be employed range from minor to major and may include such jobs 
as painting, drywall repair, remodeling, minor plumbing work, minor electrical work, and furniture assembly. 
     Washington State requires handypeople to be licensed and/or insured. For safety reasons, Washington State 
disallows handypeople from performing plumbing, electrical wiring, or gas-fitting services without being li-
censed in the applicable trade (though they can generally undertake minor plumbing work, such as replacing 

taps, connecting up new sinks, fixing dripping taps, or installing new washing machines). 
     In many parts of the world, there are professional handyperson companies that will perform small home or com-
mercial projects. Such companies can often claim the benefit of being properly insured and licensed (where ap-
plicable) and can provide scheduling and customer service functions for their staff of handypeople. These com-
panies employ handypeople either as full-time, direct employees, or as sub-contractors.
