Soil: Plants establish faster when planted  

in native soil. Add compost if needed  
The Right Plants:  Chose natives or intro- 

ductions from similar climates. 
Plant Groupings:  Site plants with water, 

light and soil needs 
Irrigate Efficiently:   Use drip irrigation or 

low-flow spray heads to get to root zone 
Water Deeply:  Water thoroughly but in- 

frequently to encourage roots to grow 
Mulch:   Cover with 3” to preserve 

moisture and suppress 
weeds.

CREDIT 
      Do you know someone 
that is searching for their 
first home? Did you know 
that the $8,000 IRS tax 

credit for first time home buyers is only 
available for buyers who close on their 
home by November 30, 2009? 
     Considering most closings take 30-
60 days, buyers need to find their home, 
negotiate their offer and be under con-
tract by October 1st.

www.fhainfo.com:  This program al-
lows a first time home buyer to obtain a 
loan because the risk is removed from 
the lender by FHA who insures the loan 
for the lender. The most common loan 
offered by FHA only requires a 3.5% 
down payment and that down payment 
can be a gift from a relative, non-profit 
organization or government agency. 
www.hud.gov:  This is where you will 
find valuable leads and information 
about all federal programs that assist 
first time home buyers.

Fiery Chipotle Baked Beans 
-4 oz. chorizo, thinly sliced     -2-1/2 c chopped onions 
-1 c fat-free chicken broth         -1/2 c packed brown sugar 
-1/3 c cider vinegar                   -1/3 c bottled chili sauce 
-1/3 c dark molasses                 -2 tsp. chipotle chile powder* 
-1/4 tsp. salt   -1/4 tsp ground cloves 
-1/4 tsp ground allspice 
Rinsed and drained 15 oz. cans of each of the following: 
  black beans, kidney beans, pinto beans 
Preheat oven 350 deg.  Heat a Dutch oven over med-high 
heat. Add Chorizo, sauté 2 min.  Add onion, sauté 5 min. stir-
ring occasionally. Stir in broth and remaining ingredients; bake 
uncovered at 325 deg. for 1 hour. *May substitute canned chi-
potle chiles in adobo sauce for chile powder, 2-3 chiles.

Residential Energy Efficiency Tax Credit  
        Now is the time to improve the energy features of your house. During 2009/2010, you can recoup your investment by: 
lowering your energy bills; increase your home value; save up to $1,500 on tax bill; and improve the environment.            
        The American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 allows tax credits for energy efficiency improvements. Home-
owners may claim up to 30% of costs of all equipment purchased during the aggregate two-year period of 2009 and 2010, 
up to $1,500 total. Tax credits for installations made in 2006 and 2007 are still limited to the previous law’s $500. Any pur-
chase made in 2008 is not eligible for this tax credit.   
        Eligible Improvements:  Tax credits are available at 30% of the cost of upgrading the efficiency of homes, up to $1,500, 
in 2009 & 2010 (for existing homes only) for: Windows and doors; insulation; roofs (metal and asphalt); HVAC; water heat-
ers; and biomass stove. Tax credits are available at 30% of the cost, with no upper limit through 2016 (for existing homes & 
new construction) for: Geothermal heat pumps; solar panels; solar hot water heaters; small wind energy systems; and fuel 
cells. 
        Performance and quality standards for tax credit eligibility vary by technology. See the Energy Star website  for detailed 
information on qualifying products, http://www.energystar.gov, under Federal Tax Credits for Energy Efficiency.  
        What is a Tax Credit?���There is an important difference between a tax credit and a tax deduction. A tax credit is sub-
tracted directly from the total tax liability. On the other hand, a tax deduction is subtracted from income before total tax liabil-
ity is computed. This means that a credit is much more advantageous to the taxpayer than a deduction.
