Care for roses— Don't deadhead after fall bloom.
By letting the plants produce hips, you prepare
them for winter dormancy.

Mulch -Apply a 3 in. layer of organic mulch over the
root zones of permanent plants to minimize winter
freeze damage, erosion and weeds.

Go shopping! Buy woody plants & winter blooms.
