What Happens Now?

If you are the Seller:
· I will ensure that the title company that the buyer chooses gets a copy of the contract

· I will let you know when the buyer schedules inspections (regular & termite); if they want additional inspections (i.e. structural, mold, pool, well, septic, etc.), I will let you know


· Once inspections are complete, the buyer will let us know if they want the repairs made or if they want their closing costs credited ; we will discuss

· I will stay in touch with the title company and ensure that they have all information they need from you (loan payoff information, etc.)

· I will ensure that we receive a “title commitment” from the title company ensuring there are no title defects

· I will be in touch with the selling realtor to ensure that the appraisal is done and that there are no issues from a lending perspective

· You will need to consider hiring a moving company, etc.

· Close to closing, the buyer will schedule a “walk-through” to view the property and ensure it is as they remember it; this also gives them a chance to make sure that any inspection repairs were properly addressed

· Utilities (city, water, gas, electricity, cable, phone, etc.) need to be called in and set to be disconnected on the day of closing

· As closing nears, I will get a copy of the “settlement statement” from the title company and be in touch with you to ensure that your “proceeds” are what you expect
